Three Types:

· Angle cutting, i.e. Omga
· Angle/Bevel cutting

· Sliding angle/bevel cutting (“slider’)
Parts:
· Blade guard

· Table, table insert
· Switch
· Miter scale, Knob
· Dust Bag / Dust Collection
· Stops (OMGA)

     Sliding compound Miter Saw:

· Bevel Tilt, knob & scale (Hitachi)

· Fixed/Sliding operation lock (Hitachi)

· Fence adjustment (Hitachi)

· Depth of cut adjustment


Blade 
· Sizes

· Tooth Configuration (ATB; high tooth count; positive rake)
· Changing (discuss; refer to Machine Manuals; have tools ready for Omga)


Safety
· Keep stock tight to the table

· Bowed stock
· 4” Rule

· On Sliding saws: Push Thru stock, DON’T PULL


Demo

· Cutting with a stop/no stop - to the waste side

· Cutting small pieces to a mark on the offcut side

· Allow saw to reach full speed before cutting
· Cutting to a mark

· Calibrating the stop on a saw

· Checking for square – all saws are adjustable – have stock ready

· Cutting a dado
